Merit Badges

To earn a Merit Badge a Scout selects a topic, gets approval from his Scoutmaster along with a Blue Card, meets with his merit badge counselor, reads the merit badge pamphlet, completes the skills and documents his work, prepares and then presents his work to the counselor for final approval and completion of the badge.

Merit badges have a hidden agenda far more important than the physical badge or the subject knowledge.  That hidden agenda is the repetition of narrowing choices and making a decision, making appointments, completing multiple and often long-range tasks, preparing and making presentations.  It is often said, “practice makes perfect” and for an Eagle Scout, this process is repeated at least 21 times or more.

National Youth Leadership Training Conference 
NYLTC is an outdoor experience for present and future youth troop leaders, designed to help a Scoutmaster in his responsibility to train his Scouts to be better troop leaders and to maintain a youth-run Scouting program. It is based on the BSA National Youth Leadership Training Conference and replaces the course curriculum previously known as Junior Leader Training (JLT). NYLTC focuses on teaching advanced leadership and planning skills in an intense, team-building atmosphere. 

Participants will be regularly challenged to accomplish time-sensitive tasks using the team-building and leadership skills taught in the course. Participants will also have opportunities to improve their outdoor skills and apply them. This is a two-phase program with a week of Phase 1 training held at Camp Soule, and Phase 2 conducted by each Scout applying the leadership skills in his home troop after he completes the course. There will be a mandatory orientation meeting before the start of training, with parents and Scout leaders required to attend. Please bring your valid medical forms, payment, completed application and a signed Code of Conduct to this meeting. The 2007 NYLTC course starts July 15 and ends July 20. Registration to 

begin at noon on the 15th and all Scouts must be registered before 1:00 PM.

Don’t forget - Youth Protection, Safe Swim and Safety Afloat and New Leader Essentials trainings are all available on the council website. Watch out for training flyers at roundtable and the council service center.

Learning for Life School Based is in full swing with the Character Education program. The trait of the month for June is Courage. Encourage all of our young people to use these character traits more everyday. Remember “Be careful of your thoughts, because your thoughts become your words. Be careful of your words, because your words become your deeds. Be careful of your deeds, because your deeds become your habits. Be careful of your habits, because your habits become your character. Be careful of your character, because character is everything.”
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This past weekend the summer conclave was a real good success, the participants worked in setting up all the tents for the summer camp and help finish with the new cabins for the summer camp staff. We all worked thru the rain.

OA Basics

The Order of the Arrow is Scouting's National Honor Society.

Purpose

The purpose of the Order of the Arrow is fourfold:

· To recognize those Scout campers who best exemplify the Scout Oath and Law in their daily lives 

· To develop and maintain camping traditions and spirit 

· To promote Scout camping 

· To crystallize the Scout habit of helpfulness into a life purpose of leadership in cheerful service to others.
History

The Order of the Arrow (OA) was founded by Dr. E. Urner Goodman and Carroll A. Edson in 1915 at the Treasure Island Camp of the Philadelphia Council, Boy Scouts of America. It became an official program experiment in 1922 and was approved as part of the Scouting program in 1934.

In 1948 the OA, recognized as the BSA's national brotherhood of honor campers, became an official part of the national camping program of the Boy Scouts of America.

Membership

The OA has more than 176,000 members located in lodges affiliated with approximately 327 BSA local councils.

Eligibility

Scouts are elected to the Order by their fellow unit members, following approval by the Scoutmaster or Varsity team Coach. To become a member, a youth must be a registered member of a Boy Scout troop or Varsity Scout team and hold First Class rank. The youth must have experienced fifteen days and nights of Boy Scout camping during the two-year period prior to the election. The fifteen days and nights must include one, but no more than one, long-term camp consisting of six consecutive days and five nights of resident camping, approved and under the auspices and standards of the Boy Scouts of America. The balance of the camping must be overnight, weekend, or other short-term camps. 

Adult selection is based on their ability to perform the necessary functions to help the Order fulfill its purpose, and is not for recognition. Selected adult Scouters must be an asset to the Order because of demonstrated abilities, and provide a positive role model for the youth members of the lodge.
