SCOUTING FOR FOOD
Scouting for Food was delayed by a week – Food pickup will be on Saturday November 12th.    This is an annual ‘Good Turn’ that is done by all scout troops and participation is strongly encouraged!   We do NOT at this time have an adult who will be coordinating the effort …. 

· Sending the troops to certain areas 

· Ensuring that the food makes it to the right place 

· Ensuring that leadership is two deep 

· And that all safety precautions are followed 

Boys should be in full uniform and arrive at St. Raphael’s parking lot at 9:00 a.m. / depart at 9:30.  

The area that we have been assigned is: 

5th Avenue N to 30th Ave N and from 4th Street down to the waterfront.  
TREE LOT STANDS
Troop 219’s biggest, and usually only, fundraiser, will soon be upon us!  This is the time for each scout and parent to ‘do their good deed(s)’ and get ready to help.  There are several areas where help will be needed!  

The first area is in rebuilding the tree stands. Our new Equipment Coordinator, Tom Gaukel, has been able to persuade the maintenance staff at SRC to allow the stands to stay there until after the sale!   He definitely deserves some type of award for this!!   However, prior to the sales, Tom will need a group to get together and help to get these prepped.  This work day will be on Friday – November 25th - @  8:30 a.m.   This is mainly a day for adults … or scouts who will be unable to attend the Saturday set-up day due to floods, locusts, or some other horrible event! As always … boys will have the opportunity to sign up for their sales slots at the upcoming meetings.  A few points to remember are listed below.  

· All profit is split 50/50 between the boys working the lot and the troop

· The boys profit is then divided out so that boys will earn an hourly wage based upon the number of hours worked, number working, and amount available.  

· This amount is held in the troop funds and may be used toward; 
· Summer camp payments, your own or others 

· Eagle scout projects – your own, or others 

· Donated back to the troop 

· Each scout must have a parent working with him on his shift

· Each scout, if unable to make a shift, must secure a replacement! 

· Each scout is expected to work.  

A huge thank you to Mr. Rodgers, who is making his second trip to pick up trees this year, and to Mr. McBride who will be making his first trip!   This is a huge sacrifice on their part.  Troop 219 is very blessed to have so many willing parents and leaders who give of their time!   
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LOCK – IN 

The lock-in is generally the mini-storm … before the storm.   This is when the boys spend the night in the Parish Center doing all those fun ‘boy things’. The Panther Patrol is planning the events for the evening but the boys will not be going on a field trip this year, all activities will be on-site.  Pizza and dutch oven cobbler are planned and there will be cost to cover these items.  Breakfast will also be served in the am.
