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Advancement Report 

We are looking to have one Wednesday of each month set aside for Scoutmaster Conferences and Board of Review.  Please contact Mr. McBride or Mr. Ferrer if you need to schedule a Scoutmaster Conference or Board of Review.  

Reminder:  The troop leaders would like for the Scouts (not parents) to request a Scoutmaster Conference or Board of Review in person.  If Mr. McBride or Mr. Ferrer is not available, the Scout needs to make a phone call to them.  Mr. McBride can be reached at 727-539-9145 or Mr. Ferrer 727-422-6790.  

Leadership service projects shall be meaningful service not normally expected of a Scout as a part of his school, religious, or community activities.

Second Class 

For the Second Class rank, a Scout must participate in a service project or projects approved by his Scoutmaster.  The time of service must be a minimum of one hour.  This project prepares a Scout for the more involved service projects he must perform for the Star, Life and Eagle Scout ranks.  To become Second Class a Scout must participate in five separate troop/patrol activities (other than troop/patrol meetings), two of which is camping overnight.  The Scoutmaster approves the project or activities before it is started.  
First Class 

For the First Class rank, a Scout must perform 6 hours of service to others.  This may be done as an individual project or as a member of a patrol or troop project.  First Class service project hours may be approved for Scouts assisting on Eagle service Projects.  To become First Class a Scout must participate in ten separate troop/patrol activities (other than troop/patrol meetings), three of which is camping overnight.  The Scoutmaster approves the project or activities before it is started.  

Star and Life Ranks 

For Star and Life ranks, a Scout must perform 6 hours of service to others.  This may be done as an individual project or as a member of a patrol or troop project.  Star and life service projects may be approved for Scouts assisting on Eagle service projects.  The Scoutmaster approves the project before it is started.

You need to make sure when scouts are working in a merit badge as a group or individually, ALL the scouts need to fill out a blue card.  If they don't have a blue card, please contact to Mr. Ferrer to obtain one BEFORE you start to work on the Merit Badge requirements.  We have a few merit badges that were not completed by some of the scouts because the blue cards were not completed.   It is the scout's responsibility to make sure he has the blue card and to make sure the merit badge counselor signs off on the requirements.  
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
