Things to bring to Summer Camp – FLAMING ARROW –June 15-21st, 2008
Paperwork

· Medical Forms (Mr. McBride/Mrs. McBride custodian of them)

· Permission Form signed by Parents with Emergency Phone Numbers
· Blue Cards – Merit Badge Cards (you can get from Mr. Ferrer or Mr. McBride)
· Merit Badge Class Schedule (you can get from Mrs. Or Mr. McBride)
Formal Clothes (Field Uniform, Class A)
· BSA Uniform Shirt 
· BSA Uniform Shorts

· BSA Uniform Socks

· BSA Uniform Belt
Other Clothes to Bring (Remember will be at Camp for 7 Days);
· T-Shirts (Boy Scout Activity, Camporee, MBU, etc – or if you don’t have a collection yet, you can use T-Shirts from religious retreats, good symbols or words silk screened on the shirt for a Boy Scout outing.
· Shorts

· Underwear

· Socks

· Sneakers (closed toe) or boots (make sure Scout has two pairs in case one get’s terribly wet)
· Belt

Other Equipment

· Rubbermaid 18 Gallon Container (Rough Neck with Lid for it)

· Lock, Combination, 2 ½ to 3 inch to lock Rubbermaid container

· Flash Light (bring an extra flashlight that uses same size batteries, or extra bulbs)
· Poncho/Raincoat

· Bath Towels (an Auto Absorber works great!)

· Wash Cloth

· Mosquito Net for Cot (Can get at Scout Shop or Sports Authority)

· Hat – Brim and holes at top so Brain does not Cook!
· Jeans or long pants (for Aquatics if needed)

· Long Sleeve Shirt (for Aquatics if needed)

· Bathing Suit/Swim Trunks (2 pair)
· Swim Shoes - good for also using to go back/forth to the shower in camp.
· Sun Block, SPF 30 or higher

· Personal Hygiene gear (tooth brush, tooth paste, floss, bar of soap, shampoo, etc)

· Talcum Powder and/or small tube of  Zinc Ointment (Diaper Rash Ointment)
· Scout Book (in ZipLock Bag!)

· Merit Badge Books as needed for classes (see Cameron Wizikowski)
· Paper/Pen/Paper  (good to have maybe a cover to keep dew/moisture off papers)

· Canteen or Water Bottle

· Water Cup

· Spending Money ($40 - $50)

· Sleeping gear (Light sleeping bag, Sheet, pillow if needed)

· Scout Pocket Knife

· 2 Hangers for clothes

· 25-50 feet of twine

· Camp Chair

· Optional;  battery operated tent fan.

· Insect Repellent (wipe on lotion/wipes preferred.  Do not use aerosol)
· Compass

· Clothes Pins (4 – 6) to hang up clothes on clothes line.

· Extra Batteries for Flashlight and Tent Fan.
