For those of you who have not yet had the chance to participate in Boy Scout Summer Camp - ….  

· First Time Campers must attend week one in order to be eligible for week two.  This is because week one is much closer to home in case the scouts experience any ‘first time camping’ trouble.  

· Boys are encouraged to attend … they get an opportunity to earn quite a few merit badges as well as progress in rank.  

· There are certain scout experiences that will only be available in a summer camp setting.

· It’s a great self-esteem builder when they see that they can “DO IT”.  

Fees for camp are spread out to make it easier for parents.  Tree lot earnings are applied as well.  Deposits of $50.00 per camp are due in March.  The next installment of $50.00 per camp is due in April, with the remainder due in May.  Reservations must be made early so talk to your boys now.  

And of course – adult volunteers are needed for each week.  We will need four adults to attend each camp in order to help keep boys on track, act as chaperones, assist with various areas, etc.  What a great way to spend time with your son and best of all - it can be either parent!
