Eagle Scout Projects 

Troop 219 is blessed once again to have two more Eagle Scouts just a project away!  At tonight’s committee meeting both John Giles and Chris Vetter presented and received approval for their Eagle projects.  These young men will be presenting the troop with information and the help needed to complete these projects in the near future.  Scouts are strongly encouraged to assist on the projects in whatever way they can.  Their participation time counts towards their needed service hours for their advancement.

John’s project is to create a butterfly garden at Resurrection House – a non-profit, non-denominational home, which assists family for up to a maximum of two years, to get on their feet, while teaching life skills, assisting with education etc.  

Chris’ project is to build doghouses for the SPCA.  The doghouses are then given to families who are in danger of loosing their pet due to charges of abuses based on having inadequate shelter.  Often, finances are the only reason.  By providing these doghouses, the family is able to keep the dog, and there are fewer pets taken into the shelter.  

Both boys have already put a great deal of time and effort into the planning of their projects.  As an added bonus – each of these projects will provide scouts with an opportunity to work on several merit badges due to the type of work involved.  

More information will be provided as these young men get further into the planning and scheduling of the work.  Great work - Chris and John - on coming up with such great projects!
